University of Queensland. His current research 

involves long form digital storytelling of the 

natural, cultural and social history of the western 

coast of Cape York, major site of contestation 

between Indigenous peoples and extractive 

industry. He is a regular media commentator on 

ABC local Radio, and the author of several books 

and articles n journalism and media practice.  He 

was the founding editor of the Uniting Church
