What is i4give Sunday? 
February Forgiveness Week 2022 commences with i4give Day on 1st February and concludes with i4give Sunday 
on 6th February.  

As an initiative of the i4give Foundation, and in the spirit of Jesus prayer for unity (John 17:21), i4give Sunday 
serves to engage all Christian churches in a shared embrace of a core Gospel principle of forgiveness.  It presents 
the opportunity to engage in conversation around forgiveness and its power to heal and restore broken 
relationships, starting within and among churches and going out from there into the community.   
 
Role of i4give Foundation  
The i4give Foundation exists to increase community awareness of the power of forgiveness to transform human 
relationships and to provide resilience toward human flourishing. 

During February Forgiveness Week 2022, the Foundation will coordinate publicity, events, provide materials to 
participating organisations, and attain a high media profile across Australia.
