· Can provide a current police check
· Desirable-Have completed a Certificate IV in Training and Assessment (TAE 40110), or have a higher professional qualification or equivalent workplace experience

An endorsed presenter will:

· Understand the SCTA workshop and resource materials 
· Understand legislated and recommended reporting procedures
· Understand the relevant State, Territory and Federal legislation and keep up to date
· Understand the Church diocese/synod or organisation’s policies on protection, safety and care of children and vulnerable people 
· Can clearly present workshop/training information, effectively lead discussions and answer questions appropriately
